NoDa Hop Drop 'N Roll  |  $8 

2014 Gold Medal winner at the World Beer Cup in the American IPA Category.  

Subtle pine resin and bold citrus hop aromas and flavors dominate this classic West Coast style IPA 

 

Birdsong Lazy Bird Brown Ale  |  $7 

Rich flavors of chocolate and coffee are front and center from the roasted malts with  

slight citrus hop character in the background 

 

Birdsong Jalapeño Pale Ale  |  $7 

This begins with a malt and hop-balanced base and then has  

fresh seeded Jalapeños added, providing strong green pepper character without 

 too much heat. 

 

Unknown Brewing Ginger Wheat  |  $5 

Classic Pale Wheat, this has a typical creamy mouth-feel from the wheat and light citrus 

 flavors accentuated by the addition of ginger. 

 

Sugar Creek White Ale  |  $6 

Belgian Witbier based on recipes dating back to the 1300's- incorporates a grain bill that is roughly half 

unmalted wheat and oats. Uniquely-cultured yeast from the original strain near the Belgian town of Hoegaarden 

provides classic fruit esters and slight notes of coriander and orange peel. 

 

Olde Mecklenburg Fat Boy Baltic Porter  |  $ 7 

Despite its name this beer is actually a lager. Nearly black in color with generous notes of roasted  

coffee, chocolate, toffee and caramel plus subtle notes of dried fruit.
